England and Spain - London and Barcelona Area

Travel dates:
May 10-20, 2024.

ltinerary:

May 10 Departure from Denver airport.

May 11 Arrival London airport. Transfer to your accommodation.

May 12 Sightseeing London, including The Tower of London, The Houses of

Parliament, Buckingham Palace and The London Eye, with its spectacular
views over London. Afternoon or evening game vs. a local team.

May 13 Visit Hampton Court Palace and Windsor Castle. For almost 200 years,
Hampton Court Palace was at the center of court life, politics and national
history. Windsor Castle is an official residence of The Queen and the largest
occupied castle in the world.

May 14 Enjoy the day sightseeing in London. Visit to the Chelsea Village

MegaShop and Stamford Bridge Stadium, Trafalgar Square and Covent

Garden shopping precinct, Emirates and/or Wembley Stadium. Evening

game vs. a local team.
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May 15 Transfer to London airport. Flight to Barcelona. Arrival Barcelona airport
and transfer to your accommodation. Sightseeing by bus en-route.
May 16 Bus or boat tour Tossa de Mar: visit the beautiful old fishing town made

famous in the 1950's by Ava Gardner and James Mason in the film
Pandora and the Flying Dutchman. Evening game vs. a local team.

May 17 Visit Barcelona by bus, covering the Bullring, the Gaudi buildings, Casa
Battlld and the Pedrera, Plaza Francesc Masia, the Nou Camp - home of
FC Barcelona, followed by Gaudi's unfinished Sagrada Familia Cathedral
and lastly Parque Guell.

May 18 Visit the sacred mountain-top monastery of Montserrat with its
breathtaking views, or, free day in. Drop off and pick up point in the
central Plaza Catalunya. Recommended are the: Ramblas with its human
statues and street artists, Palau de la Musica, Barrio Gotico with its maze of
narrow streets, Plaza Real, Cathedral. Evening game vs. a local team.

May 19 Day at leisure for relaxation on the beach or more sightseeing in
Barcelona. Afternoon/evevning optional visit to a La Liga pro game.

May 20 Transfer to Barcelona airport. Return flight.

LONDON STADIUM TOURS: Tour one of the famous pro team stadiums in London like
Wembley, Emirates (Arsenal FC) or Stamford Bridge (Chelseq)

THE LONDON EYE: The London Eye is a giant Ferris wheel on the South Bank of the River
Thames in London, England. The entire structure is 135 meters (443 ft.) tall and the wheel
has a diameter of 120 meters (394 f1.). It is the tallest Ferris wheel in Europe. Includes 30-
minute rotation, Samsung interactive capsule guides, entry to 4D cinema experience.

TOWER OF LONDON: The massive White Tower is a typical example of Norman military
architecture, whose influence was felt throughout the kingdom. It was built on the
Thames by Wiliam the Conqueror to protect London and assert his power. The Tower of
London — an imposing fortress with many layers of history, which has become one of
the symbols of royalty — was built around the White Tower.

WINDSOR CASTLE: A visit to the Castle includes the State Apartments, St George's
Chapel and Queen Mary's Dolls' House. Windsor Castle is a royal residence at Windsor
in the English county of Berkshire. The castle is notable for its long association with the
British royal family and for its architecture.

HAMPTON COURT PALACE: Hompton Court Palace is a royal palace in the London
Borough of Richmond upon Thames, Greater London, in the historic county of
Middlesex; it has not been inhabited by the British Royal Family since the 18th century.

LONDON DUNGEONS: The London Dungeon is a London tourist attraction which
recreates various gory and macabre historical events in a gallows humor style aimed at
younger audiences. It uses a mixture of live actors, special effects and rides.

HARRY POTTER TOUR: People the world-over have been enchanted by the Harry Potter
films for over a decade. The wonderful special effects and amazing creatures have
made this iconic series beloved to both young and old — and now, for the first fime, the
doors are open for everyone at the studio where it first began.

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Touristic information Barcelona

Barcelona is the capital city of the autonomous community of Catalonia in Spain, as
well as the country's second most populous municipality, with a population of 1.6
million within city limits. It is the largest metropolis on the Mediterranean Sea. Barcelona
has a rich cultural heritage and is an important cultural center and a major tourist
destination. Particularly renowned are the architectural works of Antoni Gaudi and Lluis
Domenech i Montaner, which have been designated UNESCO World Heritage Sites.
Barcelona is also home to two top pro clubs in Spain, FC Barcelona and RCD Espanyol.

CAMP NOU: Visit the Home of Barcelona FC, the away team changing room and the
players' tunnel, the dugouts, the press room, commentators box and of course the
Museum. The Museum is the most modern football museum thanks to its interactive wall
spaces, large scale audiovisual displays and an extensive display of objects to explain
the history of FC Barcelona and understand the values that make Barca "més que un
club" -- "more than a club".

SAGRADA FAMILIA: The unfinished Cathedral by Gaudi, The expiatory church of La
Sagrada Familia is a work on a grand scale which was begun on 19 March 1882 from a
project by the diocesan architect, Francisco de Paula del Villar (1828-1901). At the end
of 1883 Gaudi was commissioned to carry on the works, a task which he did not
abandon until his death in 1926. Since then different architects have contfinued the
work after his original idea.

MONTSERRAT: Montserrat is a multi-peaked mountain located near the city of
Barcelona. It is well known as the site of the Benedictine abbey, Santa Maria de
Montserrat, which hosts the Virgin of Montserrat sanctuary and which is identified by
some with the location of the Holy Grail in Arthurian myth. The mountain is composed
of strikingly pink conglomerate, a form of sedimentary rock. Montserrat is Spain's first
National Park.

CASTELL DE MONTJUIC: Barcelona's Montjuic is a broad shallow hill to the southwest of
the city center. The eastern side of the hill is almost a sheer cliff, giving it a
commanding view over the city's harbor immediately below. The top of the hill (a
height of 184,8 m) was the site of several fortifications, the latest of which the Castle of
Montjuic remains today. The fortress largely dates from the 17th century, with 18th-
century additions. It served as a prison, often holding political prisoners, until the time of
General Franco. The castle was also the site of numerous executions. On different
occasions during the Spanish Civil War, both Nationalists and Republicans were
executed there, each at the time when the site was held by their opponents. The
Catalan nationalist leader Liuis Companys i Jover was also executed there in 1940,
having been extradited to the Franco government by the Nazis.

LA RAMBLA & BOQUERIA MARKET: This busy street is just for pedestrians and is lined with
outdoor markets, shops, restaurants and cafes. La Boqueria is a large public market in
the Ciutat Vella district of Barcelona, and one of the city's foremost tourist landmarks,
with an entrance from La Rambla, not far from the Liceu, Barcelona's opera house. The
market has a very diverse selection of goods.
