THE SAINT-CLEMENT AQUEDUCT: The Saint-Clement Aqueduct dates from the 17th
century, covering an 800m span across the "The Arches" district of the city; it was used
to bring water from the St Clément spring 14 km away. The aqueduct emptied into a
water tank near the Arc de Triomphe (which is very close by), from where the water
would run downhill to fill fountains and public water points.

CHATEAU DE LA MOGERE: The Chéteau de la Mogeére is a mansion near the city of
Montpellier in the French region of Languedoc-Roussillon. It is one of many follies
surrounding Montpellier, built by wealthy merchants in the 18th century. In 1706, the
grounds of la Mogére were purchased by Fulcran Limouzin, the local Secrétaire d'Etat
a la Maison du Roi (one of the types of Secretary of State in France's Ancien Régime).
In 1715, architect Jean Giral drew the plan for La Mogeére, giving it the appearance, it
has today. Its harmonious facade is topped off by a pediment, standing against a
background of pine trees, all in Renaissance-style. The grounds and interior, currently
owned by the Viscount Gaston de Saporta, are open for visits. The interior has been
kept intact since the 18th century, displaying antique furniture and family portraits from
the last three centuries. Amongst the painters represented here are Jean Jouvenet,
Hyacinthe Rigaud, and Jacques-Louis David.

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Touristic information Barcelona
Barcelona is the capital city of the autonomous community of Catalonia in Spain, as
well as the country's second most populous municipality, with a population of 1.6
million within city limits. It is the largest metropolis on the Mediterranean Sea. Barcelona
has a rich cultural heritage and is today an important cultural center and a major
tourist destination. Particularly renowned are the architectural works of Antoni Gaudi
and Lluis Domenech i Montaner, which have been designated UNESCO World Heritage
Sites. Barcelona is also home to two top pro clubs in Spain, FC Barcelona and RCD
Espanyol.

CAMP NOU: Visit the Home of Barcelona FC, the away team changing room and the
players' tunnel, the dugouts, the press room, commentators box and of course the
Museum. The Museum is the most modern football museum thanks to its interactive wall
spaces, large scale audiovisual displays and an extensive display of objects to explain
the history of FC Barcelona and understand the values that make Barca "'més que un
club" -- "more than a club".

SAGRADA FAMILIA: The unfinished Cathedral by Gaudi, The expiatory church of La
Sagrada Familia is a work on a grand scale which was begun on 19 March 1882 from a
project by the diocesan architect, Francisco de Paula del Villar (1828-1901). At the end
of 1883 Gaudi was commissioned to carry on the works, a task which he did not
abandon until his death in 1926. Since then different architects have contfinued the
work after his original idea.

MONTSERRAT: Montserrat is a multi-peaked mountain located near the city of
Barcelona. It is well known as the site of the Benedictine abbey, Santa Maria de
Montserrat, which hosts the Virgin of Montserrat sanctuary and which is identified by
some with the location of the Holy Grail in Arthurian myth. The mountain is composed
of strikingly pink conglomerate, a form of sedimentary rock. Montserrat is Spain's first
National Park.

CASTELL DE MONTJUIC: Barcelona's Montjuic is a broad shallow hill to the southwest of
the city center. The eastern side of the hill is almost a sheer cliff, giving it a
commanding view over the city's harbor immediately below. The top of the hill (a
height of 184,8 m) was the site of several fortifications, the latest of which the Castle of
Montjuic remains today. The fortress largely dates from the 17th century, with 18th-
century additions. It served as a prison, often holding political prisoners, until the time of
General Franco. The castle was also the site of numerous executions. On different
occasions during the Spanish Civil War, both Nationalists and Republicans were
executed there, each at the time when the site was held by their opponents. The
Catalan nationalist leader Liuis Companys i Jover was also executed there in 1940,
having been extradited to the Franco government by the Nazis.

LA RAMBLA & BOQUERIA MARKET: This busy street is just for pedestrians and is lined with
outdoor markets, shops, restaurants and cafes. La Boqueria is a large public market in
the Ciutat Vella district of Barcelona, and one of the city's foremost tourist landmarks,
with an entrance from La Rambla, not far from the Liceu, Barcelona's opera house. The
market has a very diverse selection of goods.
