Ever since the start, the NORWAY CUP has been the biggest 

tournament in the world. More than 1,700 teams from many 

different countries will participate at the 2024 edition. All games 

will be played on grass fields! Some Norway Cup facts: 1,700 

teams, 32,000 participants, 50 nations, 80 fields, 3,810 games and 

350 referees. 

 

Norway Cup facts:  

• 1,700+ international youth soccer teams 

• 32,000 participants from 52 different countries 

• Norway Cup always starts with a spectacular parade through Oslo, where 

participants wear their team-kits and wave the various country flags. 

• Approx. 60 well maintained grass and artificial fields in and around the center of 

Oslo.  

Touristic information:  

• Oslo: Oslo, the oldest of the Scandinavian Capitals, was founded by Harald 

Hadrade in the 11th Century and is surrounded by Mountains at the head of a 

70-mile fjord. Oslo is an easy-going city where history meets modernity. The city 

boasts world-class museums, a lively nightlife and plenty of outdoor activities and 

many locals are keen hikers, skiers or sailors.  

• The Nobel Peace Center: this museum tells the story about the Nobel Peace
