LONDON STADIUM TOURS: Tour one of the famous pro team stadiums in London like
Wembley, Emirates (Arsenal FC) or Stamford Bridge (Chelseq)

THE LONDON EYE: The London Eye is a giant Ferris wheel on the South Bank of the River
Thames in London, England. The entire structure is 135 meters (443 ft.) tall and the wheel
has a diameter of 120 meters (394 f1.). It is the tallest Ferris wheel in Europe. Includes 30-
minute rotation, Samsung interactive capsule guides, entry to 4D cinema experience.

TOWER OF LONDON: The massive White Tower is a typical example of Norman military
architecture, whose influence was felt throughout the kingdom. It was built on the
Thames by Wiliam the Conqueror to protect London and assert his power. The Tower of
London — an imposing fortress with many layers of history, which has become one of
the symbols of royalty — was built around the White Tower.

WINDSOR CASTLE: A visit to the Castle includes the State Apartments, St George's
Chapel and Queen Mary's Dolls' House. Windsor Castle is a royal residence at Windsor
in the English county of Berkshire. The castle is notable for its long association with the
British royal family and for its architecture.

HAMPTON COURT PALACE: Hompton Court Palace is a royal palace in the London
Borough of Richmond upon Thames, Greater London, in the historic county of
Middlesex; it has not been inhabited by the British Royal Family since the 18th century.

LONDON DUNGEONS: The London Dungeon is a London tourist attraction which
recreates various gory and macabre historical events in a gallows humor style aimed at
younger audiences. It uses a mixture of live actors, special effects and rides.

Recognized as the capital of Scotland since at least the 15th century, Edinburgh is
home to the Scottish Parliament and the seat of the monarchy in Scotland. Historically
part of Midlothian, the city has long been a center of education, particularly in the
fields of medicine, Scottish law, literature, the sciences and engineering. The city's
historical and cultural attractions have made it the United Kingdom's second most
popular tourist destination after London, attracting over one million overseas visitors
each year.

EDINBURGH CASTLE: A mighty fortress and home of the famous Royal Edinburgh Military
Tattoo — Edinburgh Castle has dominated the skyline for centuries and is part of the Old
and New Towns of Edinburgh World Heritage Site.

HOLYROOD PALACE: Prince Charles Edward Stuart, better known as Bonnie Prince
Charlie, brought the Palace of Holyroodhouse to life in 1745 when he set up court for six
weeks and the Palace became the symbolic residence of the Stuart Prince in his
Scottish capital. Today, the Queen of England take residency in the palace for
Holyrood week, which is usually the end of June into the first week of July.

LOCH LOMOND: Loch Lomond is a freshwater Scottish loch which crosses the Highland
Boundary Fault. It is the largest inland stretch of water in Great Britain by surface area.
The loch contains many islands, including Inchmurrin, the largest fresh-water island in
the British Isles. Loch Lomond is a popular leisure destination and is now part of
Trossachs National Park which was established in 2002.

ST. GILE'S CATHEDRAL: St Giles’ Cathedral is the historic City Church of Edinburgh. With
its famed crown spire, it stands on the Royal Mile between Edinburgh Castle and the
Palace of Holyroodhouse. Also known as the High Kirk of Edinburgh, it is the Mother
Church of Presbyterianism and contains the Chapel of the Order of the Thistle;
Scotland’s chivalric company of knights chosen by The Queen.

IBROX PARK AND CELTIC STADIUM: Visit one or both legendary stadiums of the rivals
Rangers FC and Celtic FC.
