Three-star hotel accommodation in Oslo instead of school
accommodation. Daily breakfast, lunch, and dinner
included. Daily breakfast at the hotel. Lunches and dinners
at the fournament cafeteria start on the evening of
Saturday and end with lunch on Saturday. Includes
accommodation in rooms with 2-4 people sharing a room,
all with private facilities. Supplement per person per night
$30.00 for sharing triple or quad, $55.00 per person per
night for sharing a double, and $20.00 per night for having
a single. Be aware that rooms in Europe are smaller than in
the USA. The hotel has a lounge and restaurant.

Oslo: Oslo, the oldest of the Scandinavian
Capitals, was founded by Harald Hadrade in
the 11th Century and is surrounded by
Mountains at the head of a 70-mile fjord. Oslo
is an easy-going city where history meets
modernity. The city boasts world-class
museums, a lively nightlife, and plenty of
outdoor activities and many locals are keen
hikers, skiers, or sailors.

The Nobel Peace Center: this museum tells the
story about the Nobel Peace Prize, Peace
Prize winners and their work, and the story of
Alfred Nobel. The peace centeris also a
place for debates regarding social questions.
The Astrup Fearnley Museum: Visit Astrup
Fearnley Museum and see exciting, modern
art at the museum. You'll get to meet many
different arfists with many different
expressions.

Viking shiphouse: Here you can find a unique
collection of objects and ships from the
Vikings.

Akershus Fortress: To Oslo, Akershus Fortress is
an important part of the city’s identity. The
city center was established within the walls of
the forfress in 1624. The area around the
fortress is popular amongst tourists during
summer.
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
